The intention of this Policy therefore is to give clarity to Nova Pioneer expectations in
terms of student attendance at school.

Notice of absence

Should a student be unable to attend school on any particular day, the

parent/guardian

is requested to

inform the school

by email or

telephone of their child’s absence and the reason for that absence.

Prolonged absence

Any student who misses three or more consecutive days of school
through illness is required to present a doctor's certificate testifying to
that absence upon their return to school.

Absence before or after a weekend

Any student who misses the day immediately prior to or immediately
after a weekend, long weekend or half term weekend is required to
present a doctor's certificate testifying to that absence upon their
return to school.

Absence on the day of a published formal assessment

Any student who is absent on a day when there is a published formal
assessment for any subject (written, oral or practical), is required to
present a doctor's certificate testifying to that absence upon their
return to school.

Excessive absence in a term

Where a student misses more than 10 days of school in any one term,
the School will determine the reasons for this excessive absence and
appropriate action may be taken where necessary.

Late arrival

Where a student is consistently late in arriving for the start of school,
this will be investigated by the school and appropriate action may be
taken where necessary.
